3.1. The Chair introduced County ClIr. Huw Murphy and Keith Edwards, the consultant who has
been working on this project.

4. Cyflwyno Arolwg Tai DRAFFT CTT / Presentation of NTC DRAFT Housing Survey

4.1. Keith reported that a few drafts of the housing report have been sent to the council. This
project has taken longer than expected due to May elections and needing hard copies of
the questionnaire and has been quite intense but is happy that it is now completed. The
original application included receiving recommendations from the survey results. Keith is
happy to do this following feedback from the council.

4.2. Keith conducted around 40 interviews with people from the community before the survey
was sent out. Many of the comments received at this point were echoed in the surveys
received.

4.3. The findings included no evidence or support for more open market housing developments
and concerns regarding 2"¢ homes/holiday homes. Some people have now made their 2"
home their permanent home during or after lockdown.

4.4. Most respondents did not identify as being in housing need but everyone recognised the
need for affordable housing for young families and older people. Three quarters of the
housing need were for women, 20% of people in housing need are Welsh speaking.

4.5. The council were keen to find out about the needs of people who had a connection with
Newport but not much information was received. This could be down to not being able to
reach the people who had moved away from the area.

Most respondents want a joined-up response that includes concerns on employment,
Welsh language and culture. There are wider issues than just housing needs.

ClIr. Bayes — advised that this survey would always be a snapshot in time and results
might be different now with the energy bill crisis. Cllr. Bayes was surprised with the low
percentage of people in housing need. People might have low expectations of what their
needs are and expect to move away from Newport instead of putting their names on the
housing list. Future housing results not included in the results; Keith agreed to look at
these figures again.

ClIr. Letten — This report is a good starting point with many potential ideas, more work
could be done in addition to this report.

CliIr. Lewis — this is a good base to start from. We need to try and involve the youth as
many younger people did not respond to this survey.

CliIr. Lloyd — Need to look at the impact of housing needs on children and young people.
Need to ensure that the council implement some action.

CliIr. Davies — the findings of no support for more open market houses is important. Holiday
lets do not pay council tax and are not available for local rent. It might be that people are
not aware of the differences between 2" homes and holiday lets.

Clerk — The Clerk questioned a sentence in the report that states that the average wage in
North Pembrokeshire is £23k per annum, is this fact? Keith will check this and may remove
from the report.

ClIr. McGarry — Some suggestions for retaining properties are for the county council to buy
the properties, but they are very expensive. Developers are too powerful; how can we get
the housing that the community needs? Legislation needs to come from the Welsh
Government, very hard to implement at local level. Holiday lets do provide local work but is
not well paid.

ClIr. Cleal - agreed with Clir. McGarry’s observations. We need young people to stay in the
area and older people to retire gracefully. Houses that are built have no windows or
gardens.

ClIr. Griffiths - cost of land is higher in Newport than in Dinas. Need to look to central
Government.

6.10. County Cllr. Huw Murphy — tourism brings in a lot of money to Pembrokeshire.
6.11. Clir. Bayes — PCC should look at buying the development land at Pen y Bont for

community land trust. It would be helpful to find out how many people are on the housing
waiting list in Newport. ClIr. Bayes to draft a letter to the Clerk to ask the county councillor
about waiting list numbers.
